Approval of minutes from October 22nd BOS meeting: Arthur
Boutin made a motion to approve the October 22nd BOS meeting minutes
as written and Brian Higgins seconded the motion. All were in favor of the

motion.

Approval of Non-Public minutes from October 22nd BOS
meeting: Brian Higgins made a motion to approve the October 22" BOS
non-public meeting minutes as written and Arthur Boutin seconded the
motion. All were in favor of the motion.

Public: - Dot Wiggins and Judy Bullet (Historical Society) came before the
board with an architect by the name of Frank Barrett Jr. They presented to
the board what they would like to do and that is to build a one story building
next the train station. This building would be a replica of the old freight
house that used to be there. Frank was asked to provide a preliminary
design by the historical society in which he did. Frank stated that this is a




stand-alone building and would meet all state codes. Frank participated in
the restoration of the current train station in Lisbon. The historical society
stated that they wanted to come before the board so the board knew what
they were doing/wanted to do. They were hoping to make a brochure for
fundraising using the design that Frank has provided. Scott Champagne
asked the historical society who would be paying for things such as
electricity, heat, and so on. The historical society stated that the town’s
people would not be responsible for any of it as they have plenty of people
who will fund them. Scott Champagne stated that he did put out a survey
last year and that people were in favor of a freight house but did not want
pay for it. The board did discuss that maybe the historical society should
meet with the railroad board so that they are on the same page as the
railroad board was trying to do the same thing as the historical society and
maybe there was a bit of miscommunication. Dot Wiggins (historical
society) stated that she would be in touch with the railroad board.

Request for Use-Town Hall- Phyllis Robinson submitted a form for the
use of the town hall for November 17, 2018 for a clothing give away. She
did ask if she can come in on the 16™ of November to set up. Scott
Champagne made a motion to accept and waive the fees and Brian
Higgins seconded the motion. All were in favor of the motion.

River Road Bridge: Krystle Dow (Administrative Assistant) received a
phone call from Eckman Engineering around 4 pm October 29, 2018. Kurt
Byron (Office Manager) was calling to see what the town had decided in
reference to the repair of the River Road Bridge. Kurt transferred Krystle to
Dave Eckman who stated he was sorry he could not come up for the
opening of the bids as he has been extremely busy. He did offer to come to
the next selectman’s meeting. Krystle Dow (Administrative Assistant) asked
Dave if he could just send a brief e-mail summarizing what he talked about
so it could be presented to the board. Scott Champagne stated he would
reach out to Eckman Engineering.

Assessor and Auditors-Discussion on Bidding Out: There has been
some back and forth this year with the MS-1 and who is to complete the
form. That being said the board has discussed if the town stays with the
current assessing firm that the town has (Commerford, Nieder & Perkins)
then it should state in the contract with the assessing firm that they will be
responsible for completing the MS-1. Arthur Boutin (Selectman) asked if
the town has received their audit from 2017. Krystle Dow (Administrative
Assistant) stated that as of current, no audit has been received.




Healthtrust: The town’s health rate has gone up by 10.5%. There is lots of
question as to who is picking up the cost of the increase. The board stated
that when they review the budgets they need to discuss the health
insurance. It appears that the town has the better of the plans and should
continue with the same plan.

RFP Submissions-Water/\Wastewater: Bids for the water/wastewater
are due this Friday November 2, 2018. As of now there have been no
submittals but then again last year we didn’t get submittals until the day
they were due.

Clinton Clough Letter Update: A letter was sent to Clinton Clough Trust
in reference to AOT (Alteration of Terrain) permits and being in compliance.
Clinton Clough had a deadline of October 31, 2018 to respond to the letter
from the selectmen. The town received correspondence from Clinton
Clough on October 29, 2018. They provided the town with proper
documentation that states they are in compliance until December 2018.

Equalization Study-Signatures Needed: The board of selectmen
were presented with the equalization study. This study is done yearly and

the boards of selectmen’s signatures are needed. Once it is signed then it
can go up on the DRA Assessing Portal.

Meeting on Thursday-In Reference to the EMPG Grant: There will
be a meeting Thursday November 1, 2018 at 1 p.m. at the Lisbon Town
Hall. This meeting will be in reference to the EMPG Grant that the town has
applied for. Taking place at the meeting will be the select board member
along with Audrey Champagne (Life Squad/Treasurer) and Greg Hartwell
(Fire Chief) also there will be representatives from Concord NH present as

well.

7:57PM Scott Champagne made a motion to go into non-public to
discuss personal matters and Arthur Boutin seconded the motion. All
were in favor of the motion.

8:06 PM The board came out of non-public and Arthur Boutin made a
motion to adjourn and Brian Higgins seconded the motion. All were in
favor of the motion.
