Proceedings:
1.  Acceptance of minutes of April 17, 2018 meeting:   Moved: LD   Seconded: SS     Carried

2. Continuation of public hearing on petition for variance on article 5.08 of Lisbon zoning ordinances by Roy Norton Jr. 

Due to lack of presence or any communication from Mr Norton at 6:20 pm a motion to close the hearing was made by SS, seconded by LD and passed unanimously.  At 6:25, before anyone had left the hearing, Mr Norton arrived and  the hearing was reopened.  Mr. Norton presented the requested survey of his property with outline of planned structure noted. The survey was reviewed by the board members and public in attendance, questions were asked by board members and others in attendance and answered by Mr. Norton.   A variance of 18 ft was requested along the back property line.   After all questions and discussion ended TC presented a summary of the hearings and petition.  There being no objections or further questions a motion was made to close public input by SS, second ST.  Motion passed unanimously.  

Deliberation and vote on each of the following criteria for granting a variance followed:

1. The variance is not contrary to public interest.  Pass 5-0
2. The spirit of the ordinance is observed.  Pass 5-0
3. Substantial justice is done.  Pass 5-0
4. The values of the surrounding properties are not diminished.  Pass 5-0
5. Literal enforcement of the ordinance would result in unnecessary hardship.

The following motion was then made by TC, seconded by LD:

For the following reasons, I move to approve the Petition of Variance Application by Roy Norton Jr concerning Article 5, Section .08 to allow Roy Norton Jr to replace an existing barn with a new garage located on map U1, lot #28, School St, Lisbon NH 03585.  
Reasons:
· The specific site is an appropriate location for the use.  It already has a building there that will be replaced with a smaller building.   
· Property values in the area will not be reduced.  The new building will increase the property value.
· The use will not adversely affect the adjacent area as it is only replacing the building that is already there.
· No nuisance or unreasonable hazard will result.  The unsafe building will be removed and replaced with a new one.  The attached house will also be renovated.
· This Approval is Subject to the Following  Conditions:
1. The setbacks will be no closer than 7 feet and 11 feet respectively to the back property line
2. The structure will be located as shown on the surveyed map and must be attached to the existing house.
3. The approval is subject to applicant receiving an additional approval from the Planning Board.
4. The approval is subject to applicant obtaining any additional permits required by the town.
